You may qualify for an $800 CAD personal exemption (total value of goods) including:

Cosmetics & Fragrances

Crystal, Jewellery & Watches

Clothing, Leather Goods, Souvenirs & Sunglasses

On any trip...

TAX AND DUTY FREE FOR PERSONAL USE

Canadians Travelling into the USA Can Bring:

1 Litre of Liquor

200 Cigarettes

AND
100 Cigars (non-Cuban)

OR

2kg of fine cut tobacco

$100 CAD 

in gifts to be left in the USA

To purchase liquor you must be 21+ years old.

YES! YOU CAN purchase additional alcohol when travelling into the USA as long as it is for personal consumption.

The additional alcohol is subject to small duties.

Here are examples on just how INEXPENSIVE the duties are:

Ontario Wine

(750 ml)

25 cents a bottle

Canadian Beer

(24 x 355 ml)

$1.25 a case

Liquor 

(1 Litre)

$2-$3 on average

(total value of goods)

If the duration of your stay in the USA was

More than 48 hours

You may qualify for an $800 CAD personal exemption (total value of goods) including:

200 Cigarettes 

and
50 cigars (non Cuban)

and
200 tobacco sticks

and
200 grams of fine cut tobacco
1.5 Litres Wine

24 x 355 ml

(8.5 litres)

Beer or Ale

OR

1.14 Litres Liquor

Cosmetics & Fragrances

Crystal, Jewellery & Watches

Clothing, Leather Goods, Souvenirs & Sunglasses

If the duration of your stay in Canada was 

DAILY

Less than 24 hours

You may qualify for a 

$200 USD

personal exemption

(total value of goods)

*This does NOT include tobacco products or alcoholic beverages - these are subject to Duty and Taxes

If the duration of your stay in Canada was 24-48 hours Americans Returning to the USA Can Bring: 

(every 30 days)

$200 USD Personal Exemption

(total value of goods)

150 ml or 5 oz of wine, liquor or beer

If the duration of your stay in Canada was 

More than 48 hours

You may qualify for an $800 USD personal exemption (total value of goods) including

TAX AND DUTY FREE FOR PERSONAL USE

Americans Travelling into Canada Can Bring:

GIFTS

You can import gifts for friends in Canada

Duty Free and Tax Free, as long as each gift is valued at $60 USD or less.

Gifts worth more than $60 USD are subject to small duties.

You cannot claim alcoholic beverages, tobacco products or advertising matter as gifts.

Less than 24 hours

You may qualify for a 

$200 USD

personal exemption

(total value of goods)

*This does NOT include tobacco products or alcoholic beverages - these are subject to Duty and Taxes

If the duration of your stay in Canada was 24-48 hours Americans Returning to the USA Can Bring: 

(every 30 days)

$200 USD Personal Exemption

(total value of goods)

150 ml or 5 oz of wine, liquor or beer

To purchase and take liquor into the U.S. you must be 21 years old.

If the duration of your stay in Canada was 

More than 48 hours

You may qualify for an $800 USD personal exemption (total value of goods) including:

200 Cigarettes

AND
100 Cigars (non-Cuban)

OR

2kg of fine cut tobacco

1 Litre or

33.8 oz 

Wine

OR

24 x 355 ml

(8.5 litres)

Beer or Ale

1 Litre or

33.8 oz 

Liquor

· Families may combine their $800 USD per person monthly exemption.

For example, a family of four would be allowed a total of... 

$3200 USD 

for a single purchase.

TAX AND DUTY FREE FOR PERSONAL USE

Americans Travelling into Canada Can Bring:

1.5 Litres of Wine

OR
1.14 Litres (40 oz) of Liquor

OR
24 x 355 ml Cans or Bottles (8.5 Litres) Beer / Ale

GIFTS

You can import gifts for friends in Canada

Duty Free and Tax Free, as long as each gift is valued at $60 USD or less.

Gifts worth more than $60 USD are subject to small duties.

You cannot claim alcoholic beverages, tobacco products or advertising matter as gifts.
